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Wickford Cove, the body of water in the photo's foreground, opens into Wickford 
Harbor, and from there the water spills into Narragansett Bay. Across Wickford Cove 
in the photo's center right is Big Rock Point; moving left and a bit up from there you'll 
find Sauga Point and then, traveling back right and along the coast, Quonset Point. 
Brown Street, the village's commercial backbone, is the thoroughfare that runs from 
bottom center up toward the left, where it ends at Main Street (if you turn right) and 

West Main (if you turn left).

Action Plan: (objective 1 already in progress) 
Objective 1:  Our Congregation, is comprised of people who have a variety of skills in their professional life as well as 
hobby and volunteer skills.  Many people are already engaged in helping others and there are others who are looking for 
opportunities to help.  Some are able to serve on a volunteer basis and others may want to help but will need to be 
compensated for their services. 
The Administrators will determine who is eligible for what service based on the needs presented and resources available. 

The Administrators will develop and maintain a list of persons who need our services. 
The Administrators will connect the needs with volunteers and professionals able to meet those needs in various ways. 

When compensation is needed and appropriate, service providers will be paid from the grant/fund on a sliding 
scale. 

 
Objective 2:  We will explore the possibility of developing a Senior Adult Fellowship, possibly in conjunction with other 
churches in our town, which will meet regularly for lunch/activities at church to build friendships and increase 
communication of mutual needs. Seniors at times may be able to serve as volunteers to help other seniors. 
 
No Minister or Deacon can be everywhere at once or provide specific professional services often needed by today’s aging 
congregations. This additional and more comprehensive ministry will more effectively serve more people.

Carol, as a volunteer, will meet with seniors and family members to identify needs, resources and potential referrals 
to assist with meeting the needs. A broad range of services may be needed, such as housework, carpentry, home 
maintenance, respite care, errands, transportation, medical help, social services and etc.  Services may be delegated 
to qualified volunteers or contracted to other service providers.  The Elder Care Grant will be used when private 
resources, state or community resources and other donations are unavailable. If possible, church members may be 
encouraged to donate back to the Elder Care Fund to defray the cost of services rendered, or simply to help support 
this ministry. A Stafford House second floor office will be set up for Carol’s use in exchange for her donation of 
time and services.  This will be used for coordinating the Senior Ministry and as a private space for counseling as 
needed. 
 
 
How will service start? 
If you are a member of the First Baptist Church in Wickford and are 65 years of age or older, you are eligible to 
receive services. If you have needs in and around your home, or you have an immediate family member living with 
you with needs, call the church office. Set up an appointment with Carol to discuss your needs. 
 
Most of all, we ask you to pray for God to guide us in this important and growing ministry.  Larger and larger numbers of our 
church members are reaching 65 or older. Many secular agencies are also setting up programs to meet the growing needs of 
our aging population who still live at home.  Our Church is on the cutting edge of this effort. We intend to use this grant of 
10,000 dollars from our Baptist Home Board wisely and efficiently.  We believe it will bear fruit for years to come.

Science with a Mission, Inc.  The dream has spread to include Directors, Officers, volunteers, prayer 
partners and financial partners. 
Their mission is to combine scientific knowledge with Christian compassion.  They are a non-profit, 
charitable organization dedicated to producing diagnostics for developing countries.  They will develop 
and distribute these diagnostic tools to indigenous medical professionals to enable them to accurately 
diagnose and treat those afflicted.
