Or ganizational Structure Changes Update

Our church government has been operating under an

experimental organizational structure during the current fiscal
year. After nine months of experience the Consistory met in March to review the progress
including benefits, issues, possible revisions, what’'s working, what’s not working, etc. While
there was general agreement that the work of the organization was being accomplished, the
structure was not functioning as smoothly and efficiently as we had anticipated. Issues noted
were: 1) inadequate communication and interaction between boards and committees, 2)
confusion caused by new nomenclature, 3) lack of clear definition as to how members of the
congregation should/could participate in committee work, and 4) the workload of two of the
Boards was too gresat to allow effective accomplishment of all responsibilities. After an excellent
discussion and comment session, a consensus was reached on revisions to the experimental
organi zation which were approved by the Board of Eldersto be implemented for the 2008 —
20009 fiscal year. The structure is closely aligned to that stated in our church by-laws. Two
significant changes are: 1) the combination of the Outreach and Missions functions and the
Stewardship and Finance functions, and 2) the election of two Deacons to each of the
committees with overlapping two year terms to provide continuity from year to year. The graphic
below illustrates the changes and the structure for 2008 — 2009.
Your church Officers and Deacons hope these changes will improve the communication,
facilitate interaction between committees, reduce confusion, and improve our efforts to
accomplish God’'s work. Time and Talent cards will be available to the church membersto
indicate their interestsin participating in the activities of one or more of the committees. Thank
you in advance for your continued support and involvement in the activities and spiritual growth
of our church.
